3. Revision of requirements for the Major in Global Studies with a Worlds Dialogue track 
 
Motion from the Curriculum Committee 
 
Motion:  The Curriculum Committee recommends the following revisions of requirements for 
the Major in Global Studies with a Worlds in Dialogue Track:  

1) The number of course categories within the major beyond the two required gateway 
courses (117 and 118) and the capstone (410) will be reduced to three: Foundation 
Courses, Global Discourse Courses, and World Community Courses.   

2) The Regional Discourse category will be eliminated.   
3) Students electing this track will be expected to complete 1 Foundation course, 3 
Global Discourse courses, and 3 World Community courses in addition to the two 
required gateway courses (117 and 118) and the capstone (410).  

 
Background: The Global Studies major currently comprises three distinct tracks: Global 
Systems & Issues, Cultural and Regional Studies, and Worlds in Dialogue.  The Global Studies 
Steering Committee proposes to revise the requirements for the Worlds in Dialogue track. 
 
Under the current requirements, students electing this track must complete GS 117, GS 118 and 
GS 410 as well as courses from four distinct categories within the track: Foundation (2 courses), 
Regional Discourse (2 courses), Global Discourse (2 courses), and World Community (1 course).   
 
Following a lengthy review of these requirements, including consultation with relevant 
departments, the Global Studies Steering Committee (Rebecca Moore, chair; Per Anderson; 
Francisco Cabello, Jon Clark, Nick Ellig, Jan Pranger, and Ron Twedt) proposes to revise the 
requirements for this track as follows:   
 
The number of course categories within the major will be reduced to three: Foundation Courses, 
Global Discourse Courses, and World Community Courses.  The Regional Discourse category 
will be eliminated.  Students electing this track will be expected to complete 1 Foundation 
course, 3 Global Discourse courses, and 3 World Community courses. 
 



Rationale: With these proposed revisions, the Global Studies Steering Committee seeks to 
provide greater internal coherence and integrity to a track which we have come to believe lacks 
those attributes.  As originally conceived, the Worlds in Dialogue track was designed to engage 
students in Òcomparative analysis of the histories, narratives, beliefs, norms and practices that are 
unique to distinct geographic regions and cultures.Ó   The expectation was that, in completing 
two ÒregionalÓ and two ÒglobalÓ discourse courses, students would be introduced to diverse 
cultural, religious, political, and historical traditions, although the Global Studies Steering 
Committee recognized at the time that, to some degree, the desired comparative analysis would 
be dependent upon studentsÕ ability to make connections and draw distinctions between these 
traditions on their own.  In retrospect, we believe that this was a poor assumption and that 
including in the track courses with a purely regional focus has not necessarily served the goal of 
engaging students in comparative analysis, because these courses are not inherently comparative.  
In fact, the majority of these courses also appear in the Cultural and Regional Studies track, 
which is designed to focus studentsÕ attention on a particular geographical and cultural region.  
 
Additionally, the regional discourse category has proved problematic because the existing 
courses have not been offered as consistently as the Global Studies Committee originally 
anticipated based on information received from contributing departments.  Some courses are no 
longer taught at all.  Worlds in Dialogue students have therefore complained that the absence of 
available courses in this category has made it difficult for them to complete the two courses 
required.  Many of these same students have also suggested to us that they believe they would 
have benefitted from taking additional "global discourse" or "world community" courses. 
 
Ultimately, the process of reexamining the Worlds in Dialogue track led the Global Studies 
Steering Committee to coalesce around a new vision for the track.  This new vision moves us 
beyond a track focused principally on comparative analysis toward one that is more explicitly 
focused on exploring the interaction ("dialogue") between different "worlds" so as to prepare 
students for the issues (political, social, cultural, technological, etc.), that arise when "worlds" in 
the interdependent global environment interface with each other.  In keeping with this new 
vision, the Committee has revised the objectives for the Worlds in Dialogue track.  Our 
expectation under the proposed new requirements is that students completing this track will be 
able to: 
 

¥ propose solutions to global problems 
¥ think of themselves as global citizens 
¥ negotiate living between two or more worlds 
¥ consider global issues from multiple perspectives (local contexts) 
¥ potentially pursue careers with non-profit organizations. 

 
These new objectives required that the Committee also establish course requirements that would 
engage students throughout their Global Studies coursework in thinking about and proposing 
solutions to global problems.  In part, our thinking has been influenced by the fact that many 
Global Studies students have expressed interest in careers with humanitarian or non-
governmental organizationsÑ aspirations which we believe would be better served by a track 
with more of problem-solving orientation.  Additionally, the Committee believes that the 
proposed changes will better prepare students for the Global Studies Senior Seminar (capstone 
experience), which requires all Global Studies majors to complete a major research project in 
which they propose and defend a solution to a contemporary global problem.   
 



In revising the requirements for the track, the Global Studies Committee has made a considerable 
effort to consult affected departments.  The revised categories and course list were, in fact, 
reviewed last semester by the Worlds in Dialogue Committee, which is comprised of faculty 
from the departments of English, History, Philosophy, Spanish and Hispanic Studies, and 
Religion.   Also, partly in an effort to confirm the credibility of students claims that Òthere were 
no courses in the regional discourse category to take,Ó the Committee asked in 2006-2007 that 
each department represented in the category indicate the frequency with which its courses had 
been taught during the previous two years and the frequency with which they would be taught 
during the next two years.  That correspondence affirmed that several courses were no longer 
offered at all and others were being offered only infrequently.  During this process, the Global 
Studies Steering Committee also noted that many of the courses in the regional discourse 
category are foreign language courses with prerequisites, making them unavailable to the 
majority of students in the track (Most Worlds in Dialogue students are not foreign language 
majors.).  Given these realities, the Committee believed that it was no longer fair to students to 
require that they complete two courses from this category.  Indeed, over the past two years, 
multiple members of the Global Studies Committee have had the experience of working with 
advisees who truly were not able to identify a sufficient number of courses from the category that 
were available when needed or for which they met the prerequisites.  In these cases, we have 
been forced to waive the requirement or permit students to substitute courses from other 
categories.  Also relevant here is that fact that, given the interdisciplinary nature of the major, the 
Global Studies Committee has no control over which courses are actually offered from semester 
to semester.  Rather, we are at the mercy of departments to offer courses as promised when the 
major was created.  Unfortunately, the information given to us by departments who sought to 
have courses included in the major when the major was first created has not been matched with 
the reality of the actual course offerings.  
 
 *Finally, it should be noted that many of the courses in the "regional discourse" category are not 
being eliminated from the major altogether because they are also present in the various area 
concentrations.  These are typically courses with foreign language prerequisites.

4. Revision of requirements for the Major in Mathematics 
 
Motion from Curriculum Committee 
 
Motion: The Curriculum Committee recommends the revision of requirements as described in 
this proposal for the Major in Mathematics.  
 
Summary: We seek to change the Major in Mathematics at Concordia College to 9.0 course 
credits: Math 121, Math 122, Math 210, Math 223 (all 1.0 course credits at the introductory level 
as is the case now), and 5.0 course credits numbered 300 or above which must include MATH 
402-Mathematics Senior Seminar 0.5 credit, and either MATH 325-Modern Algebra 1.0 credit, 
or MATH 330-Real Analysis I 1.0 credit. 
 
Rationale: Currently, the Major in Mathematics at Concordia consists of 10.0 course credits: 
Math 121, Math 122, Math 210, Math 223 (all 1.0 course credits at the introductory level), 4.0 
math courses numbered 300 or above which must include Math 402, and 2.0 courses in lab 
science, or 1.0 course in lab science and 1.0 course in C SC 125. This Major is weaker in 
mathematics requirements than the Mathematics Education Major, which is unusual in 
comparison with other programs. Even at Concordia in the 1960s and early 1970s, we required 5 
courses numbered 300 or above. Furthermore, our goals for the mathematics major require our 
students to be able to write rigorous mathematical proofs, but we currently have no way of 
forcing them to take a course numbered 300 or above that requires rigorous proof writing, thus 
severely hampering our assessment of that major goal. Finally, the lab science requirement is a 
holdover from a previous era when the overwhelming preponderance of applications of 
mathematics was to physics and chemistry; this is no longer the case.

Motion from the Curriculum Committee 
 
Motion: The Curriculum Committee recommends a revision of requirements for the Major in 
Mathematics Education to remove the applied statistics option of P SC 311 Methods from the 
elective list of applied statistics courses. 
 
Rationale: Mathematics Education majors have not elected to satisfy their applied statistics 
requirement by enrolling in P SC 311 Methods for a long time. In fact, there have been many 
years that the course has not been offered.  Nevertheless, even if no mathematics education 
major is electing to take this course, we must continue to prove to the Board of Teaching that it 
meets the applied statistics standards, something we no longer wish to do.
