Course Objectives:
The purposes of this course are to provide students with a greater understanding and appreciation of: art history, art production, art criticism, aesthetics, and the developmental stages of children's art.

Outcomes:
Elementary Standards PEPER II A

Students will understand the basic structural elements, principles, and vocabulary of the visual arts. (BOT 3G.1)

(2) be able to perform and create using the basic elements and processes of visual and performing arts;

Students will be familiar with basic techniques, tools and materials needed for drawing, painting, printmaking, weaving, sculpture and ceramics used at the elementary school level.  BOT 3G.2

(3) know and apply within the elementary curriculum strategies for nurturing artistic modes of expression and thinking;

By working closely with an elementary school aged child involved in creative endeavors, the college student will determine the developmental stage in which the child is functioning.  BOT 3G.3, 3G.5

(4) understand the role of visual and performing arts in culture; and 

4. Students will develop and teach multi-cultural art education lessons that integrate art with another content area.  BOT 3G.3, 3G.4
(5) know the characteristics of children's developmental stages in the visual and performing arts.

Students will learn about master artists through artist’s letters presented by peers.  BOT 3G.4
7.
Students will observe the instructor modeling various techniques suitable for elementary art education.

8.
Students will be introduced to books, reproductions, AV, software, and other media available for


supplementing art lessons at the elementary school level.

9.
Students will learn a variety of ways to incorporate multi-cultural themes into the art curriculum.

10.
Students will learn characteristics of various developmental stages of art based on Lowenfeld’s theories.  

11.
Students will learn the skill of leading a discussion about a work of art with elementary school youth.

12.
Students will gain an appreciation for the history and meaning of various forms of art at an introductory level.   


13.  
Students will learn how to help children become responsibly engaged in the world (BREW) through art.

Students who have any disability that might affect their performance in this class are encouraged to speak with the instructor at the beginning of the term.

Requirements:
1. Texts


Rather than a text, a variety of art education journal articles will be assigned reading. You are expected to write a brief reaction to each reading. 


Packet of handouts are available at the bookstore to be purchased by the second class session.

2.  Assignments and Evaluations (grading criteria for assignments are in handout packets) 


a. Attendance Policy

The activities that take place in class provide your best opportunities for learning the material in this course, it's what you're here for, and it's a waste of money and opportunity for you to miss class.  If you must be absent from class for any reason, it is YOUR responsibility to find out what you missed and take appropriate steps to cover the material. Contact me if you are interested in make up work, I usually leave films and handouts with the art dept. secretary.  Make up work must be turned into me within a week of the absence or the result will be a grade reduction.  Two unexcused absences will lower your grade by one full letter grade. Three or more unexcused absences will result in a drop of two letter grades.  Two tardies equals one unexcused absence. Please call my office 3634 or the Art Department secretary, Deb Hersrud, 4623 and email me with an explanation if you must miss class.  


All assignments are due on dates indicated in the syllabus. Credit will be docked for late work submitted, typically a grade per class day. 
  Written Assignments

a.   Course Goals Statement:  Include a clear statement of your course goals and reflection about those goals.  For our second session of class you will list your goals for the course; make sure your goals are stated clearly and that they are important to you.  During the semester your goals may change, so revise them accordingly.  After the end of the course reflect on whether you accomplished each of the goals (and the course objectives listed on the first two pages of the syllabus) or not.  You might not have accomplished some goals which is fine.  If you did accomplish the goal, how did you do so, by what means or activities were you able to accomplish the goal? If not, what might have kept you from doing so? The purpose of this section is to provide evidence of the learning you set for yourself at the beginning of the class.  See examples on Moodle. 

b.  One aesthetic scanning reaction to a work of art contained in a the Cy Running Gallery during the Faith reason and World Affairs Symposium.  Attend the gallery talk Tuesday, September 15 at 5 pm to hear the artist Donald Myhre discuss his art.  Follow the guidelines for aesthetic scanning on page 1 of the binder.  An example is provided on the Moodle. Note the properties are underlined. Open with a brief description of the subject and then devote at least one paragraph to each of the following: 1) sensory, 2) formal  (Devote a sentence to each of the sensory and formal properties discussed in class.), 3) technical, and  4)expressive.  Students who get less than a B will be expected to do a second aesthetic scanning. I’m willing to look it over in advance if you show me a session ahead of time or bring it to my office during office hours.
BOT 3G1.  See evaluation criteria p. 129 of portfolio packet. Due September 17. 
c.  Child Art Study
Meet with the same child 3-5 times over the course of the semester and motivate the child to create 8-12 creative works.  These should include drawings and paintings and can also include:  (sculpture, clay, your choice of media).    Subjects can include: My Self, My family, My house, My school or My favorite class, How we celebrate or play games, What I want to do when I grow up… Encourage the child to comment on his/her work.  Assemble the examples in a notebook.  Don't write comments directly on child's works - use separate notes or refer to painting #5, etc.  Also write 2-3 double-spaced typed pages relating to which developmental stage or stages your child went through during the study, supporting your analysis with references to specific art done by the child.  Follow Lowenfeld’s theories from the chart on pages 6 and 7 of your binder. Be systematic in discussing representation of human figures, color, space, design, and stimulation topics by devoting at least a paragraph to each category, referring to specific child examples to support your discussion.  You may wish to comment on interesting relationships such as the child's position in the family, relationships with peers, teachers, etc.  Use a “fake” name for the child throughout the paper.  Include the permission form from Moodle.  Give credit to references used from Lowenfeld, educators, parents...  An example is provided on Moodle.  BOT 3G.3, 3G.5.  See p. 131 of portfolio for grading criteria.  Due Dec. 1 but if you have it done before Thanksgiving break, please let me know in advance.
d.
Curriculum Project with a Multicultural Theme
Work with one classmate to develop a sequence of two art education lessons in which the focus is on another culture.  Find resources at the library to enrich your lesson (photographs, reproductions, children's literature.)  On the first day plan a lesson on art appreciation and background of the culture (context).  Find a children's picture book, story or poem that can add another dimension to your interdisciplinary lesson.  On the second day plan an art production activity.  Some class time will be set aside to begin the project.  You will teach the lessons at a nearby school.  Before teaching the lesson meet with the teacher to ask about available supplies, students with special considerations such as language, special needs, and religious preferences.  Post the lessons to Moodle so your classmates can make copies of your lessons on a CD or jump drive.  Develop an instructional chart to go with your lesson; guidelines are provided on Moodle Supplementary reading links.  Follow format provided in portfolio pp.  138-143.   Please provide me with a copy of your lesson the session before you teach. BOT 3G.3, 3G.4. See p. 146 of portfolio for grading criteria.  
e.     Artist’s letter:  Write a 1-2 page letter to elementary students as if you are a master artist.  Designate grade level at beginning of letter so as to be developmentally appropriate.  Choose an artist on the list distributed in class.  You may go to books, art magazines, galleries, and websites to research your artist(s).  Show examples/reproductions of their work also ( Posters from the library, book pictures, Power Point presentation…). Present the letter and 3-5 reproductions of the artists’ work to class.  Include sources and a photo of the artist and/or a representative reproduction of the primary artist’s work.  I will gladly review your artist letter with you before you present; come during my office hours or arrange to meet me after class the previous session.  On the day of your presentation, give me 2 copies of the artist letter and the feedback form printed from the portfolio p. 129 or Moodle.   Make copies of your letter to distribute to each class member as well.  BOT 3G.4.
f.
Reactions to Electronic Reserve Readings: Following the reading of an article from the electronic 

reserves on Moodle, please word process a one-page reaction which includes the complete bibliographic information using APA format, a brief summary of the article (2-3 sentences), your reaction to the ideas presented (one paragraph), and an idea or two about how you might apply some of the ideas to your own teaching.  
g.
Tests - There will be three tests spaced throughout the semester.
h. 
Addressing Nudity in Art Reaction – After our visit to the Plains Art Museum, you are to find an article on how to address nudity in art at the elementary school level.  Make a copy of the article and write a reaction following the guidelines in the syllabus under f. above.  Be prepared to debate the pros and cons of exposing children to nudity in art museums. 

i.          Extra Credit - Students may earn extra credit to raise test scores by attending the Nancy Carlson author/illustrator sessions, doing an extra child for the child art study and/or doing at least three additional drawings of portraits or figures in the sketchbook.  You may also arrange to individually reteach your multi-cultural lesson; you can adapt it for one day.  Write a one-page reaction about what you learned about art and teaching for any extra credit option.  Please type the reaction and turn it in within one week of attending the lecture.   A maximum of two extra credits are permitted.  No extra credit is accepted after Dec 10.
