Student Organization Request For Funding

Although the TCCDC supports student sponsored and run events, some rules apply:

1) Event must be professional/career development

2) Event can not be a social event

3) Event must benefit all campuses

4) Financial assistance will not fund travel to a conference

5) Amount of assistance will not exceed 50% of event

6) Amount of assistance will not exceed $1,000 per event

7) Full plans and budget must be submitted with proposal, and must include:

a. How student organization will pay for the balance of event with proof of funding

b. If additional funding does not exist, student organization must describe how finances will be generated

8) Preference will be given to a well planned and documented event

9) Approval will be based in part on available funding
