4 – a page about Powerpoint.  On the page you should:

Describe at least one that it is not well designed to do (explain why).

Describe something new you learned about Powerpoint in this course and indicate how that skill might be applied in a real world setting.  Include at least one image* in your web page to illustrate your point.

5 – a home page for the project.  This page should include:
